PROPOSITION 85

This paper is written for those who believe that the deterioration of the nuclear family is a major cause of many of the societal ills we are experiencing today as compared to in the past.  As you decide whether to vote for or against Proposition 85 on November 7, 2006, please do not forget that it does not attempt to change what was, but is asking you to change what is that already changed what was.
Two things are relevant:
1. Should abortion on demand even be allowed?  The courts have decided that it should be allowed.  But since it is not mandatory on those who understand the Bible to show that that is not what God would have them do, they then should consider the current policy as a decision that allows others to act against God.

a. Believers’ duty?  Continue to admonish those who want authority to guide others’ children against it using God’s word as authority, and with the intent of providing them knowledge of God.  Should God choose, he will change their hearts and cause them to repent of their proposed action.  (Is. 55:11 and Ro. 10:17)
b. Believers’ recourse?  Teach their children at a self-defined appropriate age that just because abortion on demand is legal under secular law, that God would not want them to be a party to it.  (Pr. 22:6)
2. With regard to Proposition 85, acknowledge that it is an attempt to reestablish that children are commanded in Exodus 21:12 to “Honour thy father and thy mother: that thy days may be long upon the land which the LORD thy God giveth thee.”
And be certain to note that nowhere does the verse state or even imply that instead of their parents, children are to honor friends, doctors, nurses, judges, politicians, or others who may or may not know God as their personal Lord and Savior.  Respecting one’s elders, those in positions of authority or others does not have the same meaning as the meaning of the relationship a child has with his or her parents.
Why?  Because the family structure, especially of those who know and love the Lord, is a miniature of the relationship they have with the Lord.  God desires the best for each of His children whether or not it always is what they may want for themselves.  Parents are to be likewise toward their children as they accept and understand God’s dictates.  (Lu. 11:11-13 and 2Tim. 2:15)
And since there is nothing that prescribes that parents should turn control of their minor children’s decisions over to others, especially those who may not know Jesus as Lord and Savior, then they once again must understand that attempts to cause them to continue to be subject to a ruling that is contrary to God’s word has little to do with them, but is a continued attack on God.  (Jn. 15:18)
I see two alternatives:

1. Pass this constitutional amendment and partially return God's relationship between parents and children to the way it is showed in scripture.
2. Arbitrarily establish the age of adulthood at perhaps 15 or 12 or even lower, if desired, and allow those who today are considered to be non-emancipated minors and their counselors (government representatives or others) to make the decision under law to have an abortion but with the caveat that they and the applicable government agency or other advisor accept responsibility for that decision and if there are any consequences as a result that the now adult and the advisors suffer them together without the parents’ being required to provide a financial safety net.
This eventually may lead to chaos, but it seems that that is where we are heading anyway with the  proliferation of bills in the Legislature to remove God (and as a result, parents) from the lives of those who others seek to indoctrinate into behavior not pleasing to God; i.e., children.
Below is a a link to a list of individuals in the Sacramento area who oppose this proposition.  Please note them, especially my opponent for the State Senate, District 6 seat, Darrell Steinberg.  Also please note that those opposed are typically of the same party -- demonstrating a follow the leader (i.e. caucus) mentality and perhaps a clear generalization of values shared between the two major political Parties.
Consider that no logic that is demonstrated when a law is made based upon an exception to the norm rather than the norm itself.  I do not find it to be normal that most children are afraid of their parents.  Rather, I find it normal that they “fear” their parents which "is a demonstrated respect for the parents’ rightful authority over them similar to the reverence that believers exhibit toward God.
Of course, such authority is based upon their parents' sacrifices for them over the years that includes care, nurturing, upbringing and training necessary for their survival as a Christians’ “fear” of the Lord is for the same reasons – the most important being His sacrificing his only begotten son on the cross so we might have life.
Merely because a child errs is no different than what they have been doing all their lives as they gained the values they would take with them into adulthood.  Why then should those outside the family structure need to attempt to rear the child when abortion is the issue?
As God has demonstrated his love for us over time and is longsuffering with our missteps it would be foolish for us to seek counsel outside his will.  So too would it be for children to go away from those who have demonstrated love for and patience with them to seek counsel – sometimes contrarian – from those who naturally do not have the capacity to love them more than do their parents.
Where were those with supposed unimpeachable guidance and unquestioned love when the child was ill or hungry or needed to learn how to ride a bicycle, to learn to “look both ways” before crossing a street at a crosswalk, to learn to swim, to learn to study, to learn to travel alone for the first time, or others.  Could it be that the issue of abortion is more important to them than the rearing of the child?
